PILS APPLICATION

1. The student will receive a scholarship
covering up to one-third of the Law Center's
annual tuition. When accepting admission to
the Program, the student will make a moral
commitment (a) to spend most or all of his or
her career as a public interest lawyer (in
nonprofit organizations, governments,
international bodies, or intergovernmental
organizations), beginning shortly after
graduation or a judicial clerkship, or (b) to
make a donation to the Law Center in at least
the amount of the scholarship. To continue to
qualify for scholarship assistance, the student
will have to participate in the activities of the
Program and maintain a "B" average. Note
that scholarship funds are only paid for
semesters during which Scholars are
studying at Georgetown or at schools in other
countries through Georgetown's semester
abroad program.

. The Scholar is assigned a faculty advisor
who is interested in public interest law.
Each Scholar meets with the advisor
several times a year to discuss curriculum
choices, career options, and topics of the
Scholar's choice.

. The Scholar is assigned a public interest
mentor--a public interest lawyer in the
Washington, D.C., area who meets with
the Scholar periodically for informal
conversation. A Scholar may
occasionally be invited to observe the
mentor's work in his or her office, in
courts and in legislatures.

4. During the Scholar's first year at the
Law Center, he or she participates in
an introductory non-credit seminar on
public interest law. During the upper
years of law study, the Scholar takes
two other specially required courses:

* a course on the ethical issues
arising in the work of lawyers in
government and nonprofit
organizations. This course satisfies
the Law Center's requirement,
imposed on all students, for a
course in professional responsibility.

 a course on Public Interest
Advocacy. In this course, students
examine the political, economic,
ethical and strategic issues
involved in representing indigent or
ideological clients in courts,
agencies, legislatures, private
negotiations, international tribunals,
and other fora.

In addition, the Scholar must satisfy
the Law Center's writing requirement
by taking any of the following: (a) a
clinic for which writing credit is
awarded; (b) a seminar for which
writing credit is awarded and which
is listed by the Office of the Assistant
Deans as one that satisfies the
requirements of this Program; or (c)
an approved independent research
and writing assignment, on a public
interest topic, under the supervision
of a faculty member.

BENEFITS OF THE PROGRAM AND OBLIGATIONS OF A PUBLIC INTEREST LAW SCHOLAR

5. In addition to the scholarship award,
each Scholar is offered a grant for
one summer of employment in full-time,
law-related work at a governmental or
nonprofit institution. These grants
have enabled Scholars to begin their
careers in public interest law by offering
to be unpaid interns at the public
interest institution of their choice.
Scholars have held summer jobs in
public interest law throughout the nation
and the world.

6. During each year the Scholar is enrolled in
the Program, he or she attends several
lunches and dinners at which topics in public
interest law are discussed with faculty
members and outside speakers.

7. During each year of law school, the
Scholar engages in uncompensated
public service. Each class of Scholars
determines the quantity and nature of
its public service work.

8. Upon graduation, Scholars are enrolled in
the Public Interest Law Scholars
Association. The Law Center asks them,
as public interest lawyers and members of
the Association, to help new generations of
Scholars by providing advice to the
Program and its student members.
